Peter summarised the Review of Activities from The Annual Report – 70 Self Evaluation Returns for 2008 and 11 Validation visits in 2009 thus far, with many broadcasters now seeing this process as a valuable tool in its own right; the Industry Feedback session (9th June 2009), attending broadcasters had found it well organised and useful; NTA for the Broadcast Industry, more entries had been received, across more categories; L&D in Broadcasting Conference, 13th Oct 2009, planning was underway and it was hoped registration would open late July. Future plans, include promoting the industry led Good Practice Partnering Scheme.

The Accounts 2008-9 were approved.
